KEY ELEMENTS

Being in role – „Making” from within

Engaging with content from different human 
perspectives 

Frame – what is the task of the participants? 

Active, creative engagment

Powerful social element 

Play element – experimenting with values 



TASKS / ACTIVITIES / „CONVENTIONS”

Specific theatre based forms: 

Scene / still image / thought tracking / teacher in role

Any specific cultural form that is used in everyday life to 
convey meaning 

letter / sms / law / sign boards / book title /graffiti / poem / etc. (written)

  interview / telephone call / dialogue / gossip / warning (spoken)

drawing / painting (visual)

ritual / video recording /  (enactive)  



WORKING IN ROLE – WHY IS IT USEFUL? 

Makes the 
abstract 

specific/concrete

Makes the fiction

Steps out of the 
usual school roles
